Grading Policy:
This class will abide by the standard Art Institute of Dallas Grading Policy – a grade of ‘C’ is given for average work, delivered on time.  A grade of an ‘A‘ or a ‘B’ will only be given to work that goes beyond what is asked, showing above average knowledge and proficiency.  Additional details on the grading criteria can be found on posters throughout the school. 

Course Structure:
Because this is a project-based class, much of the class-time will be devoted to development. You are still required to be in attendance for the entirety of class.  It is essential that you attend class every week as many deadlines and assignments are based on feedback garnered during class.  Most weeks will include one-on-one time with the instructor.  As the instructor must advise all students in the class, meeting times will be limited to obtaining feedback, grading, and setting expectations for the following week.  This is also a time small questions may be addressed, but any larger problems will most likely need to be addressed outside of class-time, or after all students have been seen.
Prerequisites:
You must have successfully completed WDM 3023 and WDM 4002 before taking this course.
Professional Demeanor:
Professional Demeanor includes items such as being on time for class, attending all classes, notifying the instructor when you must miss time, staying for all classes, paying attention in class (ie: not surfing the web or text-messaging), taking notes in class, coming to class with all necessary equipment and materials, turning work in on time, adhering to classroom food and drink policies, being respectful to other students, etc.

Late Policy: 
No late work will be accepted. There are no make-up quizzes. There is no make-up for the midterm or final administered in this class.
