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Javascript Challenges

Complete any of the following Javascript challenges:
1. Multiplier

a. Ask the user to enter 2 numbers
b. Multiplies the numbers
c. Show the user the result
2. Number File

a. Ask the user how many numbers they want to enter

b.  Prompt them for each number
c. Store the numbers in an array

d. After all numbers have been entered, display them back to the user
3. Adding Machine

a. Ask the user how many numbers they want to add together

b. Prompt them for each number

c. Add the numbers together

d. Show them the sum
e. You must use a function – the function should not contain any prompts or alerts, it should only process the numbers (pass in the numbers, do the match, spit out the sum)
4. Circle Calculator

a. Ask the user for a number (be sure the user enters valid data before moving on)

b. Compute the area and circumference of a circle based on the number entered

c. Show the results to the user in a dialog box
d. Do all of this using forms and javascript (no php)

5. Password Validator

a. Create a signup form that includes a password field

b. On submission, check the entered password 
i. Be sure the password length is at least 8 characters
ii. Be sure the password contains at least 1 uppercase letter, one lowercase letter, 1 number

iii. Be sure the password contains no spaces
c. If the password is valid, tell them so

d. If the password is invalid, tell them to try again
