Find two of the following movie/tv show intros online or on dvd and watch them (most are available on youtube by typing "(whatever the name is) intro" or "(whatever the name is) opening title" into the search bar).  Watch how type grows out of other text, other lines, etc... Watch how they use motion to introduce type.  Watch the flow, pay attention to the rhythm, look at the use of natural intersections of type, the natural divisions.  Create a forum entry under your “Week 2” thread and comment on the motion design - explain what you liked about it and what you might've changed.  Give 1-2 paragraphs for each intro.

Create a “Week 2” thread on the forum and link to the html files on the forum. Tell us about any problems you had and which you like the most/least.
3. Create a hand-drawn set of storyboards for each of your 3 logos.  Show how you would animate the logos from nothing into the full logo (you may start with a background color if you wish).  You must show the details of each transition in your storyboards.  Use notes, arrows and any other means necessary to explain each screen.  Use the intros you view this week as inspiration.  Also remember the principles of motion design we’ve discussed in class.  Bring your completed set of storyboards to class next week.
