Course Description:
An introduction to server side languages focusing on database design and integration into client side technologies using MySQL and PHP.

· Determine when it is right to use a database for a web site

· Design and set up a MySQL database in its entirety

· Interact with the database by adding, deleting, updating and reading content

· Determine when PHP is appropriate for use in a web site

· Develop PHP scripts to interact with the database and accomplish given tasks

Professional Demeanor:
